	We will learn different ways to make card shapes three dimensional, e.g. folding and curving the card or joining the flat shapes together.
We will learn how to make a structure that holds its 3D shape.
We will learn how to explain in simple terms the difference between 2D and 3D art.
We will learn how to combine shapes together to make an interesting free-standing sculpture.
We will try out more than one way to create joins between shapes.
We will identify familiar 2D shapes in photographs.
