School will take children in Yr.5/6 for top up swimming for those children assessed as not having met the swimming goals.  







During the Autumn term school are offering football to KS2 and KS1 to both boys and girls. These will change discipline in the Spring and Summer term to introduce a range of sports. 
Specific children will be asked to attend to promote them achieving their daily activity target based on school assessment. 


School have organized a weekly walk to school to increase physical exercise and boost the importance of this to our children and families. Extended family members are welcome to attend.
